Category II: Centennial Seconds 創意一百
All the instrumentations under Category I, and the duration should be around 100 seconds.
※ACL-Taiwan encourages composers to be innovative and think outside the box.
Deadline: all the required material should be RECEIVED by ACL-Taiwan BEFORE April 15, 2011.
Category III: Music for Modern Dance
Must provide a good quality recording CD, 8~15 mins.  No limitation on the instrumentations.  The music could be performed before, but should not have been used in any kind of dance performances.
Deadline: all the required material should be RECEIVED by ACL-Taiwan BEFORE April 15, 2011.

Category IV: The 18th ACL Young Composers Competition青年作曲獎

Chamber Music for 1~8 instrumentalists, 8~13 mins.
Instrumentation should be limited within: 1111-1110-2Perc.-Hp.-Piano-2111
Each ACL country shall select a Young Composer Representative under the age of 30 (born after Nov 26, 1980), and send the score to ACL-Taiwan BEFORE June 15, 2011.

If the composition includes traditional instruments that cannot be found in Taiwan, the applicant needs to provide the instruments for rehearsal and performing use, and to invite instrumentalists when needed.
Although submissions from composers throughout the world will be accepted, priority will be given to composers who are current members of any of the ACL Member Country organizations, or are Individual or Associate Members of the ACL. (See the Asian Composers League website for a full list of these members)
Any compositions previously submitted to any ACL music festivals cannot be submitted to this festival.  The Applicant must submit one score (copied and bound). For electroacoustic compositions, one score or guide and the system plan must be submitted.
